French Greetings Snap Cards

Instructions

This game can be played in a small group of 3 to 5 pupils. It can also be played individually
as a matching game. To play snap, shuffle the picture and word cards together and deal all
cards out to the players. Players take their top card, name it in French (by either reading the
word or naming the picture) and place it in the playing pile in the middle. Players continue to
place their cards until there are two matching cards. They then race to be the first player to
touch the middle pile and shout ‘casser!” (snap!), therefore collecting all the cards in the pile.
The winner is the person with the biggest pile of cards when the time runs out.
