Music 
 
Gustav Holst (1874-1934) was one of England’s most well-known composers. His most popular 
work was an orchestral suite called The Planets written in 1915. This is a suite of seven 
pieces of music each symbolising a different planet. 
 
He was fascinated by space, astrology, alternative faiths, meditation and vegetarianiasm – in 
many ways ahead of his time. 
 
The Planets describes seven planets in music but looks at their moods or characters from 
Roman Mythology (as the planets are named after Roman Gods). There is no piece of music 
for Earth or Pluto because Earth had no astrological significance, and Pluto was not 
discovered until 1930. 
 
Using the grid below (which describes each of the characters) and the extracts of music on 
the following website, do you agree with the link between the description and the musical 
piece?
