Phonics 

Hello
From this week, we have added phonics lessons to the remote learning.  There is one for each day of the week.  Most lessons work on the format of revisiting the sounds already learned, learning a new sound and action and then practising spelling and reading words which have the new sound in them.  The lessons should only last for about 10-15 minutes.
Bug club have great resources for phonics teaching and the children also really enjoy playing the games on phonics play, which is currently free for all to use:

These games are separated into phase sounds and also individual sounds or sets of sounds so they can be used very specifically to the sound that your child is learning that day or to revisit sounds already learned.
The flashcards that we send out from school are also attached to the website.  We have found that children retain these sounds better when taught alongside the action.  Please use the suggested actions rather that your own as this will match up with the resources we use in school and the whole group sessions we will have back in school once school is open again.
