This game also allows your child to practice giving change at different levels of difficulty.




If your child is finding change difficult, it often helps to make this concept practical by setting up a role play shop and using real money and objects.

In addition to the above, your child needs to continue to practise times tables.  They can do this using their TT Rockstars account or through other games, by making flash cards etc.
The children all have Numbots accounts too.  This is to develop their fluency in maths and although the games start off being quite simple, it will get increasingly challenging for them.
We suggest 10 minute sessions on both per day.
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
