It will be lovely to see work posted on the school blog for all to see. The focus for the Zooms for Monday, Tuesday will be Literacy based, Wednesday Science and Thursday and Friday will be Maths. Please read the Zoom protocols for children which are:

· Do not publicise the meeting’s links on social media.
· Do not take a screen shot of everyone.
· Wait your turn to speak, as it is difficult to hear what is being said if more than one person speaks, so raise your hand.
We are going to loosely have the same timetable as we do in school. We will still be focussing on Maths, Science and Literacy as well as our topic of The Stone Age. We will also be putting in links to PE activities on a Tuesday and Friday and other foundation subjects.
As our Science was very practical and impossible to do at home, we will be having a lesson a week from https://classroom.thenational.academy/ on Human Lifestyle.
For literacy this week, we are doing a one -off lesson before we start a new text next week. We have activities based around Paddington bear for you do work on.
